Follow 62S to the blinking light in Russell.  
Turn left and go to the stop sign. Turn left 
(onto old Rt. 62 or Main Street) Less than 1 
mile on the right. 

Fro m Corry, Pa  - Follow Rt. 6E to Rt. 957E.  
Continue on Rt. 957E to the blinking light in 
Russell (approx. 25 miles).  Go straight 
through blinking light into Russell.  At the 
stop sign turn left (onto old Rt. 62 or Main 
Street).  The Shop is less than 1 mile on the 
right. 

Fro m Erie, Pa - Rt . 86E (17 E) to the James-
town exit.  Take Rt. 60S, fo llo w the direc-
tions from Jamestown NY.
